e If you are ill/injured “after hours” (after Health Services is
closed):

1. Notify your RA or the RD on call if your RA is not
available.

2. Contact Folsom/Lifetime AfterHours Medical Center at
338-1200 and report your symptoms/injury to an RN who
will assess the problem and schedule an appointment
with you.

3. ldentify yourself as an MCC student when you call. Bring
your insurance information/card with you to your
appointment.

4. If under 18, you will need verbal consent from a parent in
order to be treated, unless you bring a signed consent
from parent/guardian.

5. If you do not have transportation, your RA/RD can
arrange for a cab.

6. Please be prepared for the payment of a medication if
prescribed.

e If you continue to experience symptoms, or follow-up treatment
Is required, contact Health Services.
